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Indications and dosage regimens:
Note: Ertapenem lacks activity against Pseudomonas aeruginosa (unlike other
carbapenems).
Adults with normal renal function:
— Gynecologic infections: 1g QD x 3-10 days.
— Intra-abdominal infections: 1 g QD x 5-14 days.
— Community-acquired pneumonia / Urinary tract infection (UTIs) :

1 g QD x 10-14 days; may be switched to oral anti-infective after 3 days.
— Skin/skin structure infections: 1 g QD x 7-14 days.

Adults with impaired renal function:
— Cler <30 mL/min: 500 mg every 24 hr.
—Hemodialysis:
500 mg every 24 hr; supplemental dose of 150 mg after dialysis if last 500 mg dose

given within 6 hr of dialysis, no supplemental dose necessary if last 500 mg dose
given at least 6 hr prior to dialysis.

Pediatric: General dosing, susceptible infection
Infants and Children: IM, IV: 15 mg/kg/dose BID; MAX. dose: 500 mg/dose.
Adolescents: IM, IV: 1,000 mg QD.
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
