Administration:
® Oral: Administer with food. Swallow capsule whole; do not open or dissolve the
contents of the capsule.
® [f vomiting occurs after taking the dose, do not administer an extra dose;
administer the next dose at the regularly scheduled time.
Dosage regimens:
600 mg BID
continue until disease progression or unacceptable toxicity
Dosage adjustment:
® In Preexisting Hepatic Impairment:
Mild to moderate (Child-Pugh class A or B): No dosage adjustment is necessary.
Severe impairment (Child-Pugh class C): 450 mg BID
® Adjustment for Toxicity:
Cardiac toxicity, CPK elevation, Hemolytic anemia, Pulmonary toxicity,
Hepatotoxicity.
Dosing: Adjustment for Toxicity: Adult

Recommended Alectinib Dose Reduction Levels

Dose reduction schedule Dose level

Starting (usual) dose 600 mg twice daily

First dose reduction 450 mg twice daily

Second dose reduction 300 mg twice daily

Discontinue alectinib if unable to tolerate 300 mg twice daily.
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Voriconazole: T exposure to Alectinib.
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
