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Analgesic, Nonsteroidal Anti-inflammatory Drug (NSAID), COX-2 Selective.
Administration: Orally, may be taken with or without food.
Indications and dosage regimens:
The dose for each indication is the maximum recommended dose.
Osteoarthritis: 60 mg QD
Rheumatoid Arthritis: 90 mg QD
Acute Gouty Arthritis / Primary Dysmenorrhea:
120 mg QD. 120 mg should be used only for the acute symptomatic period,
limited to a maximum of 8 days treatment.
Special Populations:
Child-Pugh 5-6, MAX 60mg/day;
Child-Pugh 7-9, MAX 60 mg/2day.
Safety and efficacy not established in pediatric patients.
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SNRI(4r venlafaxine, duloxetine): T risk of bleeding.
Ketorolac: T GI adverse effects (peptic ulcers, GI bleeding and/or perforation).
TCA(4r imipramine, amitriptyline, doxepin): T risk of bleeding.
SSRI(+4r fluoxetine, paroxetine, sertraline, escitalopram): May result in an
increased risk of bleeding.
Tenofovir disoproxil fumarate: 1  risk of acute renal failure.
Furosemide, Thiazides: | diuretic effectiveness and possible nephrotoxicity.
Enoxaparin, ginkgo: T risk of bleeding.
Lithium: 7 lithium exposure and risk of lithium toxicity.
Potassium-sparing diuretics(4- spironolactone, amiloride): | diuretic
effectiveness, hyperkalemia, or possible nephrotoxicity.
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
