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Blocks influx of calcium via voltage-sensitive channels withinsmooth muscle cells of
the gastrointestinal tract resulting in a spasmolytic effect in the gut.

Calcium Channel Antagonist, Gastrointestinal.

Administration: orally taken with meals or snacks.

® Do not crush or chew tablet.

® Should be taken with a glass of water with meals or snacks.

® The tablet should not be swallowed when in the lying position or just before
bedtime.

Dosage regimen:
Initial: 50 mg TID; dose may be increased up to 100 mg TID (maximum dose: 300
mg/day).
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2. The presence of bromine in the formulation poses a theoretical risk of causing

neurologic effects (sedation, hypotony) to newborns if pinaverium is used late in
pregnancy, though no such cases have been reported.
