2-5 yr: 2.5 mg QD; maximum of 5 mg daily, as 2.5 mg Q12H.
6-11 yr: 5 or 10 mg QD.
= 12 yr: 5 mg QI2H.
— Perennial allergic rhinitis or Chronic idiopathic urticaria:
6-23 months:
2.5 mg QD; In children 12-23 months of age, maximum of 5 mg daily,
given as 2.5 mg Q12H.
2-5 yr: 2.5 mg QD; maximum of 5 mg daily, as 2.5 mg Q12H.
6-11 yr: 5 or 10 mg QD.
= 12 yr: 5 mg Q12H.
Special populations:
— Patients < 6 yrs with impaired renal or hepatic function: use not recommended.
—Patients = 6 yrs with Cler = 31 mL/min or hepatic impairment: 5 mg QD.
—Geriatric ( = 77 yrs): 5mg QD .
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
