Salicylic acid 16.7%(w/w), Lactic acid 15%(w/w)
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1. Salicylates cross the placenta (@ stensen 1998). Systemic absorption of topical
salicylic acid occurs and varies depending on duration and vehicle (~9% to 25%) and
is increased with occlusion (Akhavan 2003).

2. For the topical treatment of acne or warts, salicylic acid can be used in pregnant
women if the area of exposure and duration of therapy is limited, although other
agents may be preferred (Murase, 2014).

1.For the topical treatment of warts, salicylic acid can be used in breast-feeding

women (systemic absorption is usually minimal) (Butler 2014).

2. Breast-feeding women should avoid use around the chest area to prevent exposure to

the nursing child.
