® Hydroxychloroquine: hypoglycemia.

® Jodinated contrast media: result in lactic acidosis and acute renal failure.

® ACE inhibitors, aspirin: T risk of hypoglycemia.
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2. Insulin is the preferred medication for treating hyperglycemia in gestational
diabetes mellitus. Metformin and glyburide should not be used as first-line agents,
as both cross the placenta to the fetus. Other oral and noninsulin injectable glucose-
lowering medications lack long-term safety data.
