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Antibiotic, Cephalosporin (Second Generation).
Administration: IV, IM.
IM: Inject deep IM into large muscle mass. Note: IM injection is painful and this
route of administration is not described in the prescribing information.
IV: Can be administered IVP over 3 to 5 minutes or by IV intermittent infusion
over 10 to 60 minutes
Dosage Regimens:
e Adults:
IM., IV: 1-2g every 6-8 hours (maximum dose:12g/day)
e Infants>3 months and Children:
IM, IV: 80-160mg/kg/day in divided doses every 4-6 hours
(maximum dose:12g/day)

s Hemodialysis: Moderately dialyzable; administer a loading dose of
1-2g after each hemodialysis.
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1.Cefoxitin crosses the placenta and reaches the cord serum and amniotic fluid.

2.Peak serum concentrations of cefoxitin during pregnancy may be similar to or
decreased compared to nonpregnant values.

3.Maternal half-life may be shorter at term. Pregnancy-induced hypertension
increases trough concentrations in the immediate postpartum period.

4.Cefoxitin is one of the antibiotics recommended for prophylactic use prior to

cesarean delivery.

1.Very small amounts of cefoxitin are excreted in breast milk.

2.Caution be exercised when administering cefoxitin to nursing women.

3.Non-dose-related effects could include modification of bowel flora. Cefoxitin
pharmacokinetics may be altered immediately postpartum.
