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2. Due to the risk of tuberculosis to the fetus, treatment is recommended when the
probability of maternal disease is moderate to high. Drug-susceptible TB
guidelines recommend pyrazinamide as part of the initial treatment regimen;
however, risks and benefits of use during pregnancy should be considered for each
individual patient (Nahid 2016).
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2. Pyrazinamide is excreted in breast milk; In the treatment of drug-susceptible
tuberculosis, use of pyrazinamide is not a contraindication to breastfeeding in

women deemed non-infectious who are treated with first-line agents (ie,
pyrazinamide) (Nahid 2016).
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
