Dosage regimen:

Initial: 40 mg QD; may increase to 80 mg QD in patients who do not achieve a
serum uric acid level < 6 mg/dL after 2 weeks.
The dose may be increased further to 120 mg QD if clinically indicated (ACR
guidelines [Khanna, 2012]).
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® Azathioprine: Febuxostat may increase the serum concentration of Azathioprine.
Risk X: Avoid combination.
® Mercaptopurine: Febuxostat may increase the serum concentration of
Mercaptopurine. Risk X: Avoid combination.

® Didanosine: Febuxostat may increase the serum concentration of Didanosine.
Risk X: Avoid combination.
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
