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Beta-Blocker, Beta-1 Selective; Antihypertensive.

Safety and efficacy not established in children.
Administration: Orally, taken with or without food.
Indication and dosage regimen:
Hypertension:
Initial: 5 mg QD:; titrate as needed at 2-week intervals based on patient response
to a Maximum dose of 40 mg QD.

Dosage adjustment:
CrCl <30 mL/minute:
Initial: 2.5 mg once daily, titrate cautiously to Smg daily as needed.
Moderate hepatic impairment (Child-Pugh class B):
Initial: 2.5 mg once daily, titrate cautiously.
Severe hepatic impairment (Child-Pugh class C): Use is contraindicated.
In Geriatric Patients (>65yrs, <75yrs):
Initial: 2.5 mg once daily, titrate cautiously to Smg daily as needed.
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Dronedarone: T incidence of bradycardia.
Verapamil, diltiazem: hypotension, bradycardia.
CYP2D6 inhibitors (bupropion, fluoxetine, paroxetine, sertraline, duloxetine,
moclobemide): T exposure to nebivolol.
® Rivastigmine: additive bradycardic effects.
