Indications and dosage regimens:

Adults:

—Severe disorders of keratinization (e.g., congenital ichthyosis, Darier’s disease,
pityriasis rubra pilaris):
Initially, 10 mg/day, adjusted according to response, for more than 3 months, not
exceed 50 mg/day, not last longer than 6 months.

— Severe psoriasis:
Initially, 25 or 30 mg/day for about 2-4 weeks, adjusted according to response and
tolerability; maintenance, 25-50 mg/day for 6-8 wks, not last longer than 6
months. MAX 75 mg/day.

Children: 0.5-1 mg/kg/day; MAX 35 mg/day.
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
